Flight Deck information

The resident artist(s) will:

· Have access of up to 40 hours of studio time and a small amount of storage space at OFS during May 1 through August 26, 2012. Please note the hours available for the residency are before 6pm Monday - Fridays and all day during weekends. At the time of the award notification, OFS will work with the Artist to schedule studio hours.

· Participate in two performances and discussions on August 25 and 26, 2012. Please note you must be available to participate in the performance; it is not an optional activity. 

· Adhere to studio policies as outlined in the Open Flight Studio rental agreement.  

· Receive a discounted studio rental rate of $7/hr for additional rehearsal hours needed outside of the awarded 40 hours. 

 

Application Guidelines
· Contemporary dance artists, choreographers and ensembles are encouraged to apply.  

· Out-of-town artists are welcome to apply, but please note that no housing, per diem, or other support is included with the space grant.

· Priority will be given to new works in contemporary dance or new multi-disciplinary work involving dance/movement.

· The panel will look for artistic quality, innovation, and demonstrated commitment to the craft.
